SVHOA Board Meeting

· Board members present: Matt Dana, Michael Recob, Michael Sobczak, Phil Raymond, Eric Nowosatka and Terry Emery. Nick Horn is tied up with student conferences at school, and will delayed.
· Mike S. would like to propose that we to move the board meeting ahead to 6pm and the membership at 6:30pm.  The board has mutual agreement, and we will review with the rest of the membership. 
· Phil would like to review the USA Hockey “Rule Emphasis Interpretations”  with the membership.  We need more discussion to insure that we focus on consistency.
· Terry Emery brought-up the issue of referees not getting paid for games they officiated.  Terry is finding out that the score sheets are missing signatures and/or names are illegible.  Terry will try to review instances where names on score sheets are illegible, but when signatures are missing completely, the arena will not pay SVHOA for that game; therefore, those officials will not get paid.  If the arena makes an error with the score sheet(s) and does not pay us (SVHOA), and the official did not get paid, he/she must meet with the arena office to discuss payment.
MEMBERSHIP MEETING  (30 in attendance)
· Mike Sobczak asked the membership if anyone has had any problems with the USA Hockey registration process.

· The Board reviewed the USA Hockey video on the “Rule Emphasis Interpretations”.  Much discussion was had regarding what is legal and what is illegal & must be called. 
· John Nowosatka encouraged the group to watch what the OHL referee calls during the Spirit games.  Key things to watch for are where attacking players are impeded by the opposing players using their stick or free arm. 

· Again, these are not NEW rules, just putting emphasis on what we should be calling, and being consistent.

· Mike S. emphasized the responsibility of officials to: 1) print name legibly on the score sheet, and 2) sign score sheet at end of game.   NO EXCUSES!
· Remember, (5) penalties assessed to a player constitute an automatic game misconduct penalty.  That player is done for the duration of that game, and ineligible for the next game as well.  Make sure you note that “GM” on the score sheet.
· If a team receives 15 penalties in the game, the coach is assessed a game misconduct, but he is not required to leave that game immediately. Again, make sure you note that game misconduct “GM” on the score sheet assessed to the coach.
· Mike S. proposed to the members we conduct the meetings each month starting at 6:30pm instead of 7pm.  This means the SVHOA Board will start at 6pm. 
· Reminder: MHSAA Rules Meeting will be held on Monday, 10/9 at 6pm in the Heritage HS auditorium.
