· Squirts can play with regular “black” pucks, but Mites & Atoms must use the “blue” pucks. 

· SVHOA dues will be remved from officials’ next check. $5 for new officials and $10 from level 2-4.

· “Quick Face-offs” was reviewed by Phil Raymond.

· “Fines” – officials missing games will be assessed a fine equal to the amount of the game(s) he/she was assigned.  The official doing a game by himself/herself must call Matt Dana to inform him of the official that did not show up.  If someone shows up late, call Matt Dana and that official will be assessed a fine equal to the amount of  the time he/she missed (smallest is 1/3 of the game rate).  If you do not call Matt, the official doing the game alone will not receive “double” pay.

· Goalkeeper equipment measurements are done immediately

· All youth helmets must have ear protectors

· If a players helmet comes off during play, an immediate whistle must occur, and that player must go to his bench until play resumes.

· Palms cut out of the gloves is a misconduct penalty

· Jewelry must be out of sight (covered with tape or removed)

· Starting Jan 1st 2004, coaches MUST put their # on the score sheets

· For a penalty shot to be called for being fouled from behind, the player must be over his defending blue line

· “Slu foot” could be called a major penalty (639 a)
