· Players not allowed on ice until Zamboni driver allows them.

SVHOA Membership Meeting (6:30 pm) (33  in attendance)
· At the end of the game following the handshake, the visiting team is to continue directly off the ice and directly to their locker room.  The official is required to direct the home team to their bench until the visiting team has completely exited the ice.  Then the home team may retreat to their locker room.  This will be the process and takes effect immediately.
· “MAKE THE CALL”  If you see and infraction, call it!  It’s easier for the SVHOA board to support you, if a complaint is brought forward, when you have called the proper penalty(ies). But, if you are not calling them to begin with…then, this is another story. 
· Players are not allowed on the ice until the “Zamboni” driver gives them the OK.  We had an incident where our Zamboni driver was injured via a stupid, inconsiderate act by a player that resulted in him falling to the ice. 
· “Penalty shot” - Does a player have to go to the penalty bench?  Remember that a coach has an option to accept a penalty shot, or take the optional minor penalty.  If the penalty shot is taken, the player does not go in the penalty box.  If the coach decides to choose the minor penalty instead of the penalty shot, then the player goes to the box.
· Scheduling on the web… check your schedule regularly and get an answer back to Matt ASAP ( no less than 3 days before the assignment)
· Checks can be obtained from Terry at Thelen Ford Dealership in Bay City.

· Zero Tolerance – call it, especially if players are cursing at you.  If you are allowing it, then you are not doing your job.
